In fact you have arrived at one of 5 breeding farms owned by the company Nadec (National Development Company). Close to 26,000 head of cattle are bred here and around half of them produce 370,000 liters of milk per day.

Two production plants, founded in 1985 and 1996 with a production capacity of 

800,000 liters per day are responsible for processing this production. The two plants produce more than 50 different products including white and flavored milk, butter, yogurt, white cheese desserts, laban, feta, but also fresh and UHT fruit juices, all of which are filled into more than one hundred different packaging forms.
